	I can describe the instructional strategies used as a motivation for creating my own work of art:

My main strategy was to incorporate as much detail as possible to make the painting look exactly like the view from home.  I blended colors and painted in a gradient style to capture the true look of the sky behind the mountains.  I painted in layers – the sky, then the mountains, the ridges of the mountains, the clouds, the houses, the road, and the little details such as the trees, road lane, and light post.
