	I can document and reflect upon the mini-lessons and art production experiences I completed this semester in ITE 326, Visual Arts, Elementary.


	I can create a title for this art experience: “Self Portrait”


	I can describe the instructional strategies used as a motivation for creating my own work of art:

I drew a realistic self-portrait.  In order to make it look as realistic as possible, I used the proportion strategies we learned from a video we watched in class: the corners of the mouth should line up with the pupils, the inner corners of the eyes should line up with the nose. I started the portrait with lines going down the middle of the paper both vertically and horizontally.

	I can list the materials I used:

Pencil, ebony drawing pencil, colored pencil, eraser, tortillion, paper napkin.


	I can reflect on my personal involvement in the creative process during this art experience:

This art experience really forced me to look closely at my personal facial features, and pay very close attention to little details such as the shape of my nose, eyebrows, lips; the size and shape of my eyes, the length of my eyelashes, the way my hair falls around my face, little beauty marks, the curve and width of my smile, as well as the contours of my face.  This art experience allowed me to get to know myself better visually.  


	I can modify this experience to provide art instruction for different grade levels:

For younger students, you can have them draw themselves based on their perceptions of themselves.  The drawing does not have to look exactly like them, just be realistic (same skin, hair, and eye color, same hairstyle), and includes basic features (eyes, nose, mouth, ears, hair).  

You can have students use a grid for better proportionality.  

Older students can incorporate shading and color, and try to make the portrait look almost exactly like themselves.
